We had an assembly and 
a delightful morning tea with high achieving students and 
their parents, to award Triple E Excellence Awards.  
Students who achieved 4 As in Years 8-10, and 3 As in 
Years 11-12, received the Awards.  As well, special 
mention was made of Lachlan du Preez’s winning art 
submission, from a competition that attracted 10,000 
entries.  To cap off a great morning, our two State 
volleyball champion teams – Girls U16 and Open 
received their medals.  We don’t need any more 
evidence that at Holland Park High we have more 
talent per student than other larger high schools!  Of 
course, two things common to our successful students 
are dedicated teachers and considerable family 
support.  My thanks to parents and teachers for 
enabling students to shine – and thank you to our Home 
Economics Department who prepared and served and 
delicious morning tea!  Certificates of Commendation 
for students in Years 8-10 achieving 6+ Bs and    
Years 11-12 4+ Bs will be presented at year assemblies 
in the coming week. 
 
By now all Year 8-10 parents have received invitations 
to our Subject Selection Information evening on 25 
August – I hope you will be able to attend, particularly to 
talk to teachers following a short briefing.  In addition, for 
Year 10 parents, there are two workshops on offer on 
the 18 August - for tertiary entrance and other post 
school options.  You might also like to visit our virtual 
classroom, set up by ICT Co-ordinator Cathy Menzler.  
There is a password available for use by Holland Park 
High students and parents only.  In the virtual classroom 
you will find subject information useful to guide family 
discussions.   
 
Our Shed is now starting to take shape, with the frame 
up and the walls going up.  It’s going to be a great asset 
for our school.  Other news is that we have received our 
Green Voucher for Schools funding from the 
Commonwealth Government for $55,000 for the 
installation of water tanks.  This will assist us to water 
some fields, our Living Lab, and use recycled water in 
some toilets. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
A few weeks ago, Block J was broken into over a 
weekend, resulting in damage to school texts and 
resources, 4 broken windows, and the relocation of 
Maths classes while police investigated the matter and 
clean-up and repairs were effected. 
 
Such incidents always cause distress to staff and 
students alike.  On this occasion, police apprehended a 
number of young offenders.  In such cases, I ask police 
to proceed with charges against the offenders and I 
always seek restitution for the damage caused and the 
ensuing cleanup.  In the event that school students are 
involved in wilful damage of school property, the school’s 
Responsible Behaviour Plan provides a guide to 
penalties – from suspension through to exclusion for the 
most serious offences. 
 
I would like to take this opportunity to remind all parents 
and students that the school grounds are not for public 
access out of hours, and students are not permitted to 
enter the grounds to play basketball, skateboard etc.  
Outside of the hours of 7.30am – 4.00pm, no person 
should be on school grounds unless they are a 
member of staff, or a registered key holder (eg. 
weekend hirers and their teams/audience).  School 
teams training with teachers are an obvious exception.  
The police have been instructed to prosecute any person 
who is trespassing on school grounds.  Such 
prosecutions and convictions can lead to travel and 
passport restrictions, restricted access to public service 
positions… it’s wise to teach young people to be law 
abiding citizens! 
 
Finally, we have a big couple of weeks coming up, with 
our art show Art at the Park on Wednesday 20 
August, our Japanese Tour Group arriving (same 
day!!) and of course our Subject Selection evenings. 
 
It’s all happening at Holland Park High!  I look forward to 
meeting parents at one of these occasions.
